Soiritual Exercises, First Principle

The Foundation

Human beings are created to praise, reverence, and serve God our Lord, and by this means to save their souls.
All other things on the face of the earth are created for human beings to help them in attaining the end for
which they are created. Hence, human beings are to make use of them in as far as they help them in the
attainment of their end, and they must rid themselves of them in as far as they prove a hindrance to them.
Therefore, we must make ourselves indifferent to al created things, as far as we are allowed free choice and
are not under any prohibition. Consequently, as far as we are concerned, we should not prefer health to
sickness, riches to poverty, honor to dishonor, along life to ashort life. The same holds for al other things.
Our one desire and choice should be what is more conducive to the end for which we are created. All things

are instruments; God aloneisthe end. Let this be our foundation, and let our daily life be built upon it.
